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ANNUAL REPORT for FISCAL YEAR 2009-2010

Thanks to many generous landowners and partners,
last fiscal year was one of the best ever for Mesa
Land Trust. Not only were 14 projects and 5,039
acres conserved, but these farms and ranches con-
tained a wide variety and quality of habitat, agricul-
tural values and scenic lands.

Community Separators & Grand Valley

The Fruita Buffer experienced significant growth

this year; 3 families completed projects conserving

80 acres. These farms all contain irrigated agricul-

tural land, are adjacent to other protected proper-

ties, and help preserve important open lands be-

tween communities. One project in the Palisade

Buffer was completed by Wesley and Joann Harlan

on their 13-acre farm that is visible from Hwy 6. Roc Creek Ranch—Dolores River Area
ranchland; it is adjacent to another protected property
and both are surrounded by BLM land.

Glade Park

This was a great year for land protection on Glade
Park—6 projects conserving 4,434 acres were com-
pleted. All were adjacent to previous projects com-
pleted by these same landowners or their neighbors

Bob Harris added 160 acres to 160 he conserved in
2006 and adjacent to a block of protected properties
southeast of the Glade Park Store. Another landowner
protected 320 acres adjacent to 600 acres of wildlife
habitat he had previously preserved on the southeast
Also in the East Valley, a 51-acre farm at the bdse side of Pinon Mesa.
