1% for Conservation

With Talbott Farms and Rapid Creek Cycles leading the way, Mesa Land Trust
launched a 1% for Conservation program in Palisade, late last year. The
program, a partnership with local businesses, will provide the opportunity for
customers to voluntarily add one percent of their transaction total for donation to
the Land Trust.

1% for Conservation is designed initially to raise funds earmarked for Land Trust

projects in the Palisade area. By giving customers the opportunity to contribute a

few cents of each purchase to fund conservation, they can be part of an effort that

will potentially invest thousands of dollars toward preservation of the region’s scenic lands and rich
agricultural heritage. One percent programs are not a new concept. In Crested Butte, Colorado, their 1% for
Open Space program began 1997 and has raised over $1 million to date and helped conserve thousands of
acres.

Recently the Palisade Café signed up for the 1% for Conservation Program. By the end of the year we hope
to have 10 businesses engaged in the program.
